We know that getting people to 
change their behaviour to live in 
a greener way isn’t easy. A new 
Defra funded project builds on our 
strong relationship with the city’s 
education providers to test how 
environmental behaviour change 
can be encouraged within schools.

Working in partnership with 
independent research specialists 
Brook Lyndhurst, this project 
focuses on a particular behaviour 
change, textile recycling, which 
has been identified as something 
many people could do more.

“We are introduced to new ways of doing  
things all the time. Sometimes the way we change is  

down to new technologies like e-mailing, texting or tweeting, but  
we also change when existing behaviours become more popular - take 

the renewed interest in knitting amongst young people for instance. 
 

“We want to understand how behaviours spread and become adopted 
as the norm, something everyone does, and how we can use this to 

increase environmentally friendly lifestyles.”

Did you know…? In 2008 
we surveyed over 700 local 
residents as part of a project 
to overhaul textiles recycling 
in Peterborough. Working with 
Peterborough City Council we 
researched the ways people 
currently recycle textiles and 
how to increase the levels of 
textile recycling.

Innovation and research…

The project is working in eight local 
schools (four primary and four 
secondary) and will use a variety 
of techniques to get students and 
parents thinking about textile 
recycling, from questionnaires to 
hands-on workshops. 

Research is an important aspect 
of our work, informing our projects 
to ensure their success. The 
findings from this research will 
allow us deeper insight into:

	the way that new ideas and •	
actions diffuse through society, 
becoming the norm,
	how effective different methods •	
of environmental education are 
in leading to behaviour change.
